Exhibit details the life of Arapaho chief

‘ hen people see
Boulder Valley, they
will stay, and their
staying will ruin the

beauty.”

You don't have to live in Boulder
County for very long until you hear
about Chief Niwot's curse. Or you
may have heard a version that wams
that the beauty of Boulder Valley
means that you will never be able to
leave. Historical research, however,
has revealed no evidence that Chief
Niwot, which translates in English as
Chief Left Hand, ever uttered such

words.

That is one of the things you'l find
out at the Boulder History Museum'’s
exhibit, Chief Niwot: Legend &
Legacy, which opens Friday. The
installation, which runs through
Thanksgiving weekend, is part of a
multi-pronged effort, One Action-One
Boulder, that launched on Martin
Luther King Day in January. The
arts-focused initiative includes a July
multi-media theater performance,
“Rocks Karma Arrows,” that focuses
on Boulder history through the prism
of race and class.

The purpose, according to founder
Kirsten Wilson, is to use community

arts and history resources to
examine how the legacy of Chief
Niwot, a Native American leader of
Boulder Valley's Arapaho Indians
who attempted to make peace with
miners and settlers, can inform
Boulder's present-day approach to
race. Last week, the Boulder County
Arts Alliance received a 540,000 grant
from the National Endowment for the
Arts to support One Action-One
Boulder theater events.

Nancy Geyer, chief executive
officer of the Boulder History
Museum, says she and her
colleagues were excited to participate

Opera opens its 80th
season June 30

Central City Opera opens its 80th
season this summer with three new
productions on the stage of the old
opera house, Single tickets are cur-
rently on sale. General Director Pel
ham (Pat) Pearce recently spoke
about the three productions, other
offerings that will be on tap during
the season, and his formula for de-
vising a successful program.

“For almost a decade, it has been a
traditional piece, a piece that patrons
may not know as well, and a piece
that is American. Lately, the “Ameri-
can” work has often been one of clas-
sic musical theater,” Pearce said.

This season, that work is “Oklaho-
ma” by Rodgers and Hammerstein,
often considered the “first great
American musical.” It is the first pro-
duction to open on June 30, and will
run through August 11. When asked
what an opera company can bring to
a piece often done by amateur com-
munity theatre organizations, Pearce
